• SAT College and Career Readiness Benchmarks are the same for each subject (critical reading, mathematics, and writing): 500. The SAT benchmark indicates a 

65 percent likelihood of achieving a B- average or higher during the first year of college. ACT's College Readiness Benchmarks are the minimum scores that 

indicate a 50 percent chance of earning a B or better (and 75 percent chance of earning a C or better) in the corresponding college course.
